When the FAIR TRADE mark is awarded
to products by the FAIR TRADE
FOUNDATION we can be sure that small
farmers and workers on plantations and in
factories are:
e paid a fair price, including a premium
to benefit their community
e protected by minimum health and
safety standards as well as good
environmental standards

e protected from child labour and
forced labour

e provided with long term contracts that
allow them to plan for their future
